

Fact Sheet: Early Recovery Baseline Data Sets

for the GLUE Livelihoods Sub-Cluster

1. Introduction
This Factsheet is intended to provide a summary of the available data on Early Recovery (ER) for the GLUE Livelihoods (non-agricultural) and Economy Subcluster. It is based on data collected through the Early Recovery Survey of Surveys (SoS), available through the ER website:  http://earlyrecovery.ochaopt.org. 

The SoS is essentially an inventory or register of surveys and assessments that identifies ER-related information collected to date as well as information to be collected (i.e. assessments in the pipeline). It is an ongoing process rather than a one-off exercise with the following benefits for practitioners:

· Provides a useful database of available data to inform planning and coordination at all levels
· Identifies complementary assessments and surveys to promote collaboration and encourage comparative analysis and validation

· Identifies potential duplications or gaps in survey work that may need to be addressed 
2. ER Needs and Damage Assessment as identified in the GERRP 

Caveat: The following is taken from the Palestinian Early Recovery and Reconstruction Plan for Gaza (2009-2010) only

Large scale job creation is the priority. Interventions should be directed to sectors that can feed and house the people of Gaza and economic benefits should be passed on to the private sector in Gaza. The liquidity issue must be resolved, and it is imperative that access to finance is increased.
