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1. Introduction
This Fact Sheet is intended to provide a summary of the available data on Early Recovery (ER) for the GLUE Utilities Infrastructure Sub-Cluster. It is based on data collected through the Early Recovery Survey of Surveys (SoS) (http://earlyrecovery.ochaopt.org) and extracts from the Palestinian Early Recovery and Reconstruction Plan for Gaza (2009-2010).
The SoS is essentially an inventory or register of surveys and assessments that identifies ER-related information collected to date as well as information to be collected (i.e. assessments in the pipeline). It is an ongoing process rather than a one-off exercise with the following benefits for practitioners:

· Provides a useful database of available data to inform planning and coordination at all levels
· Identifies complementary assessments and surveys to promote collaboration and encourage comparative analysis and validation

· Helps to identify priority needs for future survey work
2. ER Needs and Damage Assessment as identified in the GERRP 

Caveat: The following is taken from the Palestinian Early Recovery and Reconstruction Plan for Gaza (2009-2010) only

The residents of Gaza suffered continuous shortages of electricity, fuel and gas during the incursion and the destruction of electrical infrastructure has caused significant outages. The movement of people and goods remains constrained by damage to roads and bridges and fishing ports remain blocked with debris. Landline and mobile telecommunications also suffered extensive damage. Border closures are severely hampering early recovery activities for this Sub-Cluster in particular.
