Ramallah/Jerusalem

Terms of Reference

The overall role of a country level education cluster is to support and coordinate needs assessments; facilitate development of a response strategy, long term planning, cross-sector collaboration and advocacy. 

The education cluster in Ramallah/Jerusalem has been activated with the following specific role and function: 

1) Provide technical support to member representatives and agencies in the Gaza education cluster group and ensure linkages in advocacy issues, program plans and implementation 

2) Collaborate on needs assessment process through development of standardized tools, methodology and training to ensure good quality of assessment

3) Coordinate capacity building initiatives to include Ramallah and Gaza such as psychosocial support training, IASC MHPSS, INEE minimum standards and others

4) Maintain regular and consistent flow of information and open communication between the two Cluster (in WB and Gaza),  and also across other clusters and networks (i.e early recovery, protection, MHPSS, Health, WASH)

5) Explore opportunities for capacity building and technical assistance needs through external and internal resources and consultants. 

6) Liaise on the 3W and online Gaza activity list database 
7) Explore programming opportunities for WB/Gaza, for example radio and TV spots on education, psychosocial issues

8) Document process of collaboration, joint planning and implementation, key tools and best practices 
9) Ensure coordination with the Education Sector Working Group (ESWG) and to be represented in this group as an operating body for Humanitarian Responses. 

10) WB Ed cluster will be responsible for the CAP process. 
11) Ensure coordination and response for West Bank humanitarian needs, more specifically; Area C, Jordan Valley, Barrier and settlement adjacent areas, and East Jerusalem.

12) Coordinate with OCHA to develop an Education database for Humanitarian Responses in West Bank.
