GAZA CRISIS: EARLY WARNING INDICATORS - December 2017

Aseries of measures implemented by the Palestinian Authority since March 2017, following an escalation in the internal Palestinian divide, have led to a deterio-
ration in the humanitarian situation in the Gaza Strip. Against the backdrop of 10 years of Israel's land, air and sea blockade, these measures have exacerbated
Gaza's energy crisis, resulting in increasing outages, worsened the salary crisis in the public sector, increased the shortage of essential drugs and delayed the
referral of patients for medical treatment outside Gaza. These developments have impacted the availability of essential services and the livelihoods of Gaza's two
million residents. The following indicators were identified by the Humanitarian Country Team (HCT) to monitor the evolution of the crisis, trigger humanitarian
action and prevent further deterioration. Despite an agreement signed in October 2017 between Fatah and Hamas, by the end of 2017 the humanitarian
situation remains extremely fragile.
